· Please do not forget to sign your child in AND sign him/her out before you leave each day.

· For July, your monthly schedule needs to be in by the last day of June and the tuition for July is due July 1st.   A late fee of $25.00 is due for all tuition not paid by the 10th of each month.  After July, your schedule should be in by the 15th of each month for the next month so we can be sure we have enough staff to give that TLC that we want each and every person to have here.
· Please bring a spare set of clothes to leave here at the daycare just in case we have an accident during lunch or get a little overly excited on the playground playing in the sand/snow.
· Be sure to check the cubbies daily for information.

We have a new, revised Tornado & Fire Policy:

In case of an emergency that would require an evacuation, children will be evacuated by all available staff through the nearest exit.  The attendance form and list of phone numbers for parents and emergency contacts will be taken out by the staff member designated to be “in charge” to assure that all children are accounted for and all families can be notified.  Children will be assembled at the Little Chute Civic Center at 625 Grand Avenue, Little Chute.  The director will call the fire department at that time and parents will be notified.

In the event of a tornado warning, the children will be taken to the eagle classroom by all available staff members and assemble them against the north wall.  Blankets, a portable radio and flashlight, with extra batteries for both, are kept in the tornado shelter area at all times.  The staff member designated to be “in charge” will bring the attendance form and emergency contact information along.  Staff will engage the children in activities until we are assured by the authorities that the danger has passed.
